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Fall 2008 Beef Herd Health Protocols

1.  Calves

Retained Calves – Fall 

Prior to weaning or on arrival

    IBR,BVD,BRSV,PI3  5 way      Bovishield Gold                   

    Pasturella and Hemophilus       Somnustar PH, One Shot, Ultrabac 7 somnubac

Booster 3-6 weeks later (Bovishield may not need to be boosted if branding program was done)

          Dectomax or Ivomec   ( if not done on arrival)

Bovishield


Ralgro or Synovex- optional  
Note:  Express or Bovishield Gold (5-way) should be given to heifer calves meant for replacement.  A booster is ideal and should carry these replacements over to spring pre-turnout immunization.

Purchased Calves or Yearling ( On arrival to Feedlot)
· Bovishield Gold

· Ultrachoice 8 or Tasvax

· Pasturella/ Hemophilus

· Dectomax or Ivomec

· Implant (consult veterinarian on strategy)

· Oxyvet LA: Stale, mixed or stressed calves consider mass medication
Boost Bovishield at re-implanting(60-90 days)- optional

Deworming- Dectomax or Ivomec pour on- will add 20lbs to avg. weaning wt. Cost is also very small and they have a short duration of horn fly control. ( we recommend pour on instead of injectable)

2. Cows

Cow Herd at Pregnancy Testing ( fall program)

-Killed 5-way                  Cattlemaster Gold 5  

-8-way                             Ultrachoice 8 or Tasvax 8
-Antiparasiticide            Dectomax or Ivomec
We recommend switching to spring vaccination with Modified live 5 way. 

 Pre-breeding replacement yearlings-Or- spring program with cowherd

 (Open animals not yet with bull)

-Express 5 or Bovishield Gold 5 (Modified Live IBR,BVD,BRSV,PI3)

Vaccinating your heifers or cows with a modified live BVD vaccine prior to breeding provides the only protection to the unborn fetus against BVD which can help prevent the development of persistently infected animals in your herd.  Persistently infected animals rarely show signs of disease but serve as carriers of the virus to the rest of the herd.  A pre-breeding vaccination program increases immunity prior to the highest risk period.  If you vaccinate with a modified live vaccine in the spring, it is not necessary to use Cattlemaster in the fall.

Prior to Calving  (Bred Hiefers and Cows)

1. Good quality cattle mineral and nutrition

2. Coccidiosis - if a problem in the herd, Bovatec C- feed for 3weeks prior to calving.  This will eliminate 99% of coccidia from cows preventing contamination of spring calves.  Neospora can also be controlled with this product.  Cattle mineral can be formulated to contain similar amounts of bovatec that Bovatec C has included.  Consult on prescription.  

3. Scours vaccination:

1) Cows should receive an annual dose of scours vaccine – this can be either 3-6 weeks prior to calving, or at pregnancy testing

2) Heifers should receive two doses of scours vaccine at least 2 weeks apart with the second dose being given 2-3 weeks prior to calving

3) High risk herds – cows should be vaccinated with scours vaccines using the heifer protocol.  Also late calvers may be vaccinated an additional time (mid calving season) to ensure adequate immunity.

4.) There are 4 different types of Scours vaccines which give us lots of flexibility on vaccination times and dates.  Consult us on stategy.

 Leptospirosis

Concerns last winter with frequent comingling of wildlife and cattle brought concerns about Lepto causing problems with disease in calves and abortion of cows.  If this was a problem please consult one of our veterinarians and we will tailor a control strategy including vaccination and management consultation.

4. Bulls


We recommend Fall Vaccination
Viral 5-way                              ( Bovishield5)



Clostridial 8-way                    ( Ultrachoice 8 or Tasvax 8)



Antiparasiticide                      ( Dectomax or Ivomec)
If footrot is a major problem in your herd you can vaccinate bulls in the spring with Fusiguard (a booster should be given 3 weeks later).
