CAIS COMMENTS 


For producers who have had a herd increase since 1998 the CAIS accrual forms should be checked out.  It may work in your favor, as the value of the herd increase is added back onto your reference margin and will increase it.  Your crop value increase or decrease and payable/receivable increase/decrease is also taken into account.  


If you participated in CAIS for 2003, 2004, or 2005, you will automatically be enrolled for 2006 at the maximum protection level.  The deposit requirement has been replaced by a fee.  You should have received a notice as to your fee amount for 2006.  ($4.50/$1,000.00 of reference margin + $55.00 administration)  If you have not received this notice you should contact CAIS.

HORN LEVY
A $10 per head levy is charged when producers sell cattle with horns in British Columbia. The Cattle Horned Act uses the levy to encourage the dehorning of cattle in order to reduce economic impacts of injuries caused by animals with horns.  As producers, make sure you are taking steps to dehorn your calves and yearlings before going to market.  (Cattle need to be healed before shipping).

PURCHASE ORDERS
 
For members purchasing cattle through a licensed auction market you must have a purchase order.  All approvals, documentation and deposit funds must be in order prior to a purchase order being given.  Please contact your association to obtain a purchase order.  

CCIA TAGGING

As of September 1, 2006 all cattle leaving their Herd of Origin must be tagged with a CCIA approved RFID tag.  In order to facilitate the transition to RFID, full enforcement will commence December 31, 2007.  It is strongly recommended that you use RFID tags but if you have CCIA bar-coded tags left and you have cattle that will be through the system and to slaughter by the end of 2007, the bar-coded tags will be acceptable.  However, as the demand for RFID increases within our industry, it is in everyone’s best interest to begin tagging with RFID as soon as possible.

RFID TAG PROGRAM FOR THE BC COW HERD – BCCA PROGRAM
The British Columbia Cattlemen’s Association (BCCA), with funding provided by the British Columbia Ministry of Agriculture and Lands, has developed a program designed to provide producers with financial support in the transition from Bar Code identification tags to Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) tags.  Funds are available to help offset costs of Radio Frequency tags in the BC female breeding stock.

The RFID Tag Program for the BC Beef Cow Herd is open to any British Columbia beef producer with female breeding stock (cows: that have produced at least one offspring) in their cowherd as of June 1, 2006.  The program will reimburse producers up to $2.00 per head for RFID tags purchased for their female breeding stock.  Producers must; read the attached Program Conditions, complete the short Application Form, and provide a clear photocopy of their itemized sales receipt for the purchase of RFID tags to be eligible for the program

AGE VERIFICATION  
At present some of our international trading partners are requiring Age Verification as a prerequisite for export. By Age Verifying their cattle, producers are increasing the potential for access to domestic and international markets.  Some larger feedlots for example Cargill are offering up to a premium of $10 per head for Age Verified cattle. As we progress through this time of transition we may see cattle discounted if they are not Age Verified.  For these reasons we strongly recommend that BC producers age verify this years calf crop.  

If you are a B.C. Cattlemen’s member and do not have access to the Internet, they will enter your birth date data onto the CCIA system for you.  This service will be reevaluated on December 31st, 2006 to determine the demand.  If you are a BCCA member please contact the BCCA at 250-573-5811.   The CCIA Helpdesk is available for producers who have questions about the Age Verification Process.  For more information please call toll free 1-877-909-2333 or visit www.canadaid.com  to obtain instructions and templates.  

AGE VERIFICATION QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Is Age Verification Mandatory?  Currently, Age Verification is voluntary, but the Government of Alberta has announced the move toward mandatory Age Verification by April 2007.  No other provinces have officially announced a move toward mandatory Age Verification, although many are strongly encouraging that producers Age Verify their cattle.  
How long do I have before I have to Age Verify?  There is no timeline in which animals need to be Age verified by and animals born after January 1, 1990 can be Age Verified.  The Canadian Food Inspection Agency does require that the animal being Age Verified as a CCIA approved tag in their ear.

Can I Age Verify Bar Coded and RFID tags?  Yes.  Bar Coded and RFID CCIA Approved tags can be Age Verified.

Do I have to know exact birth dates?  No. You can enter exact birth dates with corresponding tag numbers, or a Calving Start Date associated with a tag range.

How do I prove if my animals are Age Verified?  After Age Verifying your animals, you can print off a Birth Certificate identifying that animals have been Age Verified.

How do I get a Birth Certificate?  Birth certificates can be printed off from the site after successfully reporting your Birth Dates.

CANADIAN FARM FAMILIES OPTIONS PROGRAM

You are eligible for the 2005 tax year if: 
· Your gross farm income is $50,000 or more; 

· Your family income (line 150 of income tax return) is less than $25,000 ($15,000 for individual farmers);

· You agree to participate in programming to improve your farm family financial situation;

· You are farming in 2006. 

If you meet these four qualifications you may be eligible for a payment up to $25,000 to bring your family income to the $25,000 level or $15,000 to bring your individual income to the $15,000 level. 

Additional Eligibility Requirements
· If you receive an Options payment you must complete, within two years from the postmark date on your application, an activity that will help you improve your long term farm and/or off-farm income prospects.

· These activities can include one of the two following Renewal programs:

· a Farm Business Assessment (FBA) or a business plan offered by the Canadian Farm Business Advisory Services (CFBAS) or approved equivalent activity offered through other services;

· an Individual Learning Plan (ILP) and skills training to improve on-farm and/or off-farm family income through the Canadian Agricultural Skills Service (CASS), or approved equivalent activity offered through other services. Although CASS is not available in Quebec, equivalent approved training will be accepted.

The FBA and CASS* programs offered by AAFC Renewal Services are provided free of charge to Options applicants.  The simple two page application form is included with this newsletter.   The application deadline is October 31, 2006.  You can mail the application to:

BSE UPDATES

August 23, 2006

The discovery of another case of BSE in Canada is not likely to change Canada's status as a trade partner with the United States, said Mike Johanns, U.S. Secretary of Agriculture. 

"With the information currently available, we do not anticipate a change in the status of beef imports from Canada," he said in a statement Wednesday afternoon. "While our risk assessment anticipated multiple cases of BSE, we are confident that the interlocking safeguards in place in both Canada and the United States are providing effective consumer protection."

USDA is continuing work on a proposed rule to allow animals over 30 months of age to move from Canada to the United States, he said, and findings from an investigation of this case will be considered in writing that rule.

The find was the eighth case of BSE discovered in the Canadian herd since the first was found in 2003. A case involving an imported British animal was discovered in 1993.

Since the last confirmed case of BSE on August 23, there have been no new cases reported. 

The national BSE surveillance program continues to demonstrate its capacity to effectively detect periodic BSE cases as Canada progresses toward the eradication of the disease. All cases confirmed in Canada have been identified through the program, which, since 2003, has tested more than 117,500 cattle from the highest risk populations. 
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VBP Streamlines Program

The Verified Beef Production™ program has
adjusted its requirements at the farm and
feedlot level. “We have revised the Producer
Manual to enhance focus on food safety, with
reduced paperwork and simpler auditing
procedures,” says Terry Grajczyk, national
program manager.

The program continues its focus on meeting
withdrawal times for animal health products or
feed medications, and to reduce the potential
for broken needle fragments in live cattle.
“We still have a need for some records, in
order for producers to demonstrate what was
done. However many producers can use the
records they already have,” says Grajczyk.

Major changes include reducing the complexity
previously required for mixing medicated feed,
removing signed protocols, and, adjusting some
wording for clarity.

Key production practices that have a direct
impact on residues, antibiotic resistance and
the potential for broken needle fragments still
exist for use of animal health products,
medicated feed or water, cattle shipping, and
pesticide control. However, you will now find
that the new manual has a much clearer

separation of program “Must Do’s” and
recommended practices. Registered VBP
producers will be expected to apply only those
recommended practices which make sense on
their operations.

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One of the important components of the VBP
program is to follow label directions for
pharmaceutical products, or in the case of extra-
label use, an up-to-date written veterinary
prescription.

Like anything these days there are terms and
phrases used that sometimes can be confusing.
Below are some definitions of common terms
used when talking about animal health products.

Extra-label use - is any use of a product that is
not indicated on the label, including: use in
species or for indications (disease/other
conditions) not listed on the label; use at dosage
levels different from those stated on the label;
use of a different route, frequency, duration or
timing of treatment; and, or failure to observe
the stated withdrawal period.

“Off-label” is often used in place of “extra-
label” and means the same thing.

Withdrawal period - is the minimum time from
the last treatment of a pharmaceutical product,
to the earliest time when meat from beef cattle
should be consumed. Essentially it is the time
required before cattle are “safe to ship” and is
usually measured in days.

Prescription Drug - are drugs denoted with a “P.*
on the label which are restricted to sale and use
by order of a licensed veterinarian, to protect
the drugs therapeutic usefulness or to minimise
harm. They require a proper diagnosis of the
case or recent knowledge of the health of the
particular animals and are not available "on
demand”. These drugs cannot be sold over-the-
counter and must be adequately labelled with

specific instructions for use. Prescription drugs
do not require a veterinary prescription unless
they are used in an extra-label manner.

Prescription - is a written order for a medication
stating amount of drug or mixture of drugs for
specific cattle or set of conditions, from a
licensed veterinarian with whom you have a
proper veterinarian/client/patient relationship.
The VBP program requires that the veterinary
prescription includes at least the following:
veterinarian and clinic name; date; client;
patient identification or indication for use; name
of product; dosage, frequency, route and
duration of treatment; withdrawal for meat ;
and special warnings (special storage, human
safety warnings, etc).

Working closely with your veterinarian will
ensure the best long term care possible for your
animals by using the most current and effective
combination of management, biosecurity and
animal health products.

VBP Equipment Funding — Now

Available

Any producer who has participated in a VBP
workshop is eligible for partial funding for:
hand-held RFID tag readers, computer software
to track medication withdrawals, extension for
chutes to facilitate neck injections,
scale/calibration device for medicated feeds, or
a, disposal container for medicines.

Before purchasing producers must contact the
provincial VBP coordinator ahead of purchase for
assessment of equipment eligibility.
