CANADA GOLD PROGRAM - “Canada Gold” Beef is a new collaborative initiative led by industry to create a beef value chain that encompasses all aspects of production. The goal is to create a family of branded beef products that meet the emotional and functional needs of customers throughout NAFTA and non-NAFTA countries. By doing so, the hope is to revitalize the Canadian beef industry. Canada Gold Beef will aggressively develop markets around the world for these distinctive branded beef products. 

Key attributes of Canada Gold Beef production include age and source verification, traceability and good management practices related to cattle care, beef safety and quality, and environmental sustainability. Canada Gold Beef will be distinguishable and unique in comparison with other beef products produced on the North American continent.  

As BC’s Verified Beef Production program covers a lot of the management practices that will be involved to become a Canada Gold Beef producer, in all likelihood for producers to enroll in the Canada Gold Beef program they will have to be a VBP producer.  Your first step to become a VBP producer is to attend a one hour workshop.  This workshop is available by teleconference but you must register for it ahead of time. HORN LEVY - A $10 per head levy is charged when producers sell cattle with horns in British Columbia. The Cattle Horned Act uses the levy to encourage the dehorning of cattle in order to reduce economic impacts of injuries caused by animals with horns.  As producers, make sure you are taking steps to dehorn your calves and yearlings before going to market.  (Cattle need to be healed before shipping).

PURCHASE ORDERS - For members purchasing cattle through a licensed auction market you must have a purchase order.  All approvals, documentation and deposit funds must be in order prior to a purchase order being given.  Please contact your association to obtain a purchase order.  

CCIA TAGGING - As of September 1, 2006 all cattle are to be tagged with a CCIA approved RFID tag.  In order to facilitate the transition to RFID, bar code tags will continue to be recognized until at least December 31, 2007 and recognized on mature breeding stock indefinitely.  The CCIA Board of Directors would like to remind all Producers that it is in everyone’s best interest to tag with RFID tags as soon as possible.  

AGE VERIFICATION - By Age Verifying your cattle, producers are increasing the potential for access to domestic and international markets. As we progress through this time of transition we may see cattle discounted if they are not Age Verified.  For these reasons we strongly recommend that BC producer’s age verify their calves.  The CCIA Helpdesk is available for producers who have questions about the Age Verification Process.  For more information please call toll free 1-877-909-2333 or visit www.canadaid.com  to obtain instructions and templates.  

BRANDING - If you are on the bred heifer program all calves from the contract cattle must be branded by June 1st.  Please notify your association supervisor when this has been completed so that they may be inspected.   In addition all cattle purchased on the feeder program must be branded with your association’s brand and your ID number.

For brand registrations, renewals and to report missing livestock please check out OII’s website or call them at 314-9686.  This site also has an example of how to complete a livestock manifest.  If you are unsure please contact OII or your local association.  Hugh Fallis has retired and Bob Miller has been hired as the new general manager.  When you are shipping cattle a brand inspection is required if:

· The cattle are leaving an inspection area and are not consigned to a licensed auction market in a designated inspection area.  

· Cattle being manifested to McClary’s Auction Market require a brand inspection prior to leaving the producer’s place.  

· Private Sales require a brand inspection
